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What picture do verses 21-22 paint of God?
What can God do to the rulers of this world (v.23-34)?
What are you most amazing experiences of nature that have made you realise the awesomeness of
God?
o What does Isaiah tell the Israelites to lift up their eyes to see in creation (v.25-26)?
o Why does he want them to do this?
When we think about the immense power of God and the terrible situations we see in the world, or
even difficult things in our own lives, we may understand why the Israelites questioned God (v.27).
Have you ever questioned why God doesn’t use his power to change a situation?
Isaiah moves on to a wonderful promise of God.
o He repeats his question from v.21. What does he want them to remember about God
(v.28)?
What does Isaiah promise that God will do (v.29-31)?
Does God promise to take difficult situations away?
What does it mean to place our hope in the Lord (v.31)?
